1.0 Statement of environmental significance

C93(Part 1) The City of Kingston Register of Significant Trees, May 2007 identifies exotic, native and 

indigenous trees on private and public land that have special significance.  The trees have 
been identified because of their horticultural value, location or context, are rare or have a 
localised distribution, particularly old, of an outstanding size, provide aesthetic value or are 
of curious growth form, are outstanding examples of their species or are of cultural or 
historical significance.  Some of these trees are also included on the National Trust of 
Australia (Victoria) Register of Significant Trees. 

2.0 Environmental objective to be achieved 

 To protect and enhance trees that have been identified as being significant.

 To minimise the adverse effects of development and works on the condition and health 
of trees that have been identified as being significant. 

 
 To preserve the values of trees as identified in the City of Kingston Register of 

Significant Trees, May 2007. 
 

3.0 Permit requirement 
27/11/2008 
C93(Part 2)   A permit is not required to construct a building or construct or carry out works outside 

the specified Tree Protection Radius/Zone of any significant tree specified in the table 
to this schedule.  The Tree Protection Radius/Zone is measured from the centre of the 
trunk at the point where it meets the natural ground level (British Standard 
BS5837:2005). 

 
 A permit is not required to remove: 

 
 A tree which is dead.  This needs to be determined to the satisfaction of the 

responsible authority. 
 

 A tree being maintained in accordance with a management plan developed by a 
suitability qualified arborist and approved by the responsible authority. 

 
Any application must be accompanied by a report from a qualified arborist identifying: 
 
 The condition of the tree. 

 The reason for the proposed work. 

 Whether there are options for alternative treatment. 

 What remedial or restorative action is proposed. 

 The qualifications of the arborist. 

 A timetable of when the proposed works are to be undertaken.
